This session focuses on JBU’s efforts over the last five years to create more delegated budget models that have helped us refine our decision making, have brought more people into the budgeting process, have helped us align interests throughout the organization, and have helped us save money.  The presentation would have three basic elements.  After setting the general framework, with particular focus on a financial downturn in 2005 and the arrival of a new president, this presentation would have three emphases.  First, our CFO will describe how we developed a cost allocation model across the entire institution, particularly in terms of how we count costs and accrue surpluses in Graduate & Professional Studies programs.  Second, our Dean of Institutional Effectiveness will describe our “ancillary” budget model in which marginal budget decisions (sending faculty to “extra” conferences, buying “extra” equipment, running class sections with less than eight students, etc.) are delegated to division heads along with the resources to support those decisions.  Third, we will lay out our “voting” model for academic operating budgets in which these crucial decisions are determined through an informed, representational system of votes at various levels.

How is a Christian liberal arts education perceived differently by men and women students? In this session, researchers and student life professionals will highlight three separate studies that provide evidence that there are “gendered realities” for students on CCCU campuses. The findings from these studies indicate that men and women students spend their time differently, are involved on and off campus in different ways and for different reasons, value and respond to spiritual formation experiences differently, and experience a sense of calling differently. More importantly, the predictors of student success and retention vary significantly by student race and gender, a finding that has important implications for admissions, student life, faculty, and administrators. This session will highlight the research findings and then engage the audience in a dialogue on how to respond to the gendered realities on their own campuses.

The 57% of American colleges which attempted Core/General Education reform in the past decade faced three main challenges: developing a common vision for the Core Program;  transforming discrete disciplinary “content” distributions into meaningful inter-disciplinary learning outcomes;  and developing community among students amid the fragmentation of modern universities.

This session highlights three key components of Dordt’s program development:

· An “Educational Framework” that identifies student learning goals from a holistic Biblical perspective.
· The process of campus-wide, comprehensive review and revision of our Core Program based on this “Educational Framework.”

· An emerging partnership between curricular and co-curricular programs in realizing our student learning goals.

The CCCU will unveil the results of the third, large-scale Market Research Project. The continuation of gathering this longitudinal data is both helpful generally to better understand our market but it is specifically vital in light of the changing economy.

This project has been conducted through the consultation and research of Noel-Levitz® as they were tasked with identifying the key factors that influence a student’s decision to attend a Christian college or university. They surveyed the following groups: prospective undergraduate inquirers, parents, on-inquirers, matriculants, non-matriculants, transfer students, recent alumni, guidance counselors and church leaders. In addition, they will provide a predictive model of inquiries to non-inquiries and inquiries-to-enrolled students, a CCCU competition analysis and a CCCU academic program demand analysis.

Mutual professional respect and coordination offers multiple opportunities to convey the principles of Christ-center higher education between a secular and a non-secular institution. Collaboration and a memorandum of understanding document will allow Russian students to acquire a western MBA degree. We will give ideas for sharing resources. Acknowledging the permeation of cell phones on college campuses, Abilene Christian University envisioned mobile devices as a primary platform for teaching and learning.  Rather than treating cell phones as mere distractions, ACU sought to harness the potential of these devices in an enhanced educational experience, integrating classroom, administrative and social computing functions into a comprehensive mobile-learning initiative.  ACU deployed over 1300 mobile devices to its entering freshmen class, faculty and staff. Tools were quickly developed and acquired to support in and out-of-class teaching and learning activities, as well as student assessment, media delivery, and social interactions, point-of-sale transactions and other administrative tasks.  Together, faculty, staff, student, and administrative members of the ACU community are researching, developing and exploring the benefits and implications of corporate/academic partnerships.

Given our emphasis on integrating faith and learning, both in and outside the classroom, schools in the CCCU do a good job of helping our students develop in their Christian faith. But on many of our campuses, students receive have very little opportunity to interact directly with other religious perspectives beyond intellectual engagement in some religious studies courses. Our students may be fluent speakers of “Christian,” but we want to help increasing numbers of our students become “theologically bilingual, to understand the God-language of another community, and to understand our own more clearly in the process” (Diana Eck). This occurs best when students have opportunities to interact with members of other faith traditions. Such interactions help to humanize “religious others,” making dialogue and reconciliation possible, as well as encouraging reflection on one’s own faith tradition and subsequent spiritual growth within that tradition. Our presentation will provide a theoretical rationale for interfaith dialogue, a summary of two interfaith projects from Bethel classes, practical suggestions, and a discussion of challenges that grow out of interfaith dialogue.

The economic downturn and changes in the pool of high school graduates have sent many CCCU schools scrambling for students. Pricing and discounting (financial aid) strategies are being employed in an attempt to enroll an adequate number and quality of students in an increasingly competitive environment. This presentation examines over ten years of data from the annual CCCU Financial Aid Survey, discusses the current state of financial aid at CCCU institutions, and speculates about future strategies. Trends examined include sticker price; gift aid; merit scholarships; discount rates; loans, including aggregate debt loads; and family financial conditions (the “wealth index”).

Using a definition of “Christian” as those universities or colleges that acknowledge their Christian identity as one of the principle influences upon their mission, we compiled the first on-line database of universities and colleges engaged in Christian higher education around the world. In other words, this list includes institutions that currently acknowledge and embrace a Christian or denominational confessional identity in their current mission statements and also alters aspects of their policies, governance, curriculum and ethos in light of their Christian identity. We then examined the web sites and sent e-mail surveys to all of these institutions to gather a range of data which we then analyzed. The presentation reports the general results of our survey and the trends uncovered through our analysis.

In this interactive luncheon session, Dr. Todd Hall will present the results of a multi-year national project on the spiritual lives of students from 39 ABHE and CCCU institutions, and Rev. Rod Reed will lead a discussion of the implications of these findings for the CCCU.  Based on a broad relational model of spirituality, the findings will highlight the average level of spiritual well-being in 22 areas, the impact of courses and co-curricular activities on spirituality, a cluster analysis showing profile groups, and key trends over time from a longitudinal study conducted over four years and eight time points at one university.  Implications of these national norms will be discussed in terms of individual spiritual formation, curricular and co-curricular development, and institutional assessment of spiritual development.  The use of an individual spiritual report and curriculum in schools will also be discussed.

	Gender Dynamics in Faculty Workplace Relationships:  Can We Serve Together as Colleagues?

This presentation reports on the results of a gender climate study in Christian academia that examined the theological and sub-cultural aspects influencing the experiences of men and women differentially.  Quantitative survey data were collected and in-depth interviews were conducted with male and female faculty at a conservative evangelical university, focusing on questions of equitable treatment, job satisfaction, and overall climate. Analysis of these data show (1) the differences between the experiences of female faculty at this college and their male counterparts; (2) differences between their experiences and those of female faculty at a neighboring secular university; (3) the empirical correlates of theological beliefs regarding women’s roles; and (4) the moderating role of theological gender beliefs on climate outcomes.  This presentation will focus on findings that may be relevant to other CCCU schools and suggest specific procedural recommendations for faculty and administrators interested in conducting similar studies at their own institutions.

There is a significant gap in educational outcomes for children in low-income communities as compared to children in wealthier communities. 50% of children growing up in low-income communities in the U.S. never graduate from high school. Only one in ten will ever graduate from college. Since the Bible encourages Christians to work on behalf of those who have the least in our society, many Christians believe this disparity is a moral injustice. Given the myriad of social justice-related issues our society faces, how can we motivate Christian college students and young adults to focus on public educational inequity in the United States? This session will discuss the theological connections to educational inequity and strategies for mobilizing Christians to make a difference in this important area.
