1. Step does not stay extended to full position.  After step is first activated it does not hold this position when you step on it several times thereby making it dangerous to exit from the vehicle because the step has partially retracted and is loose.

2. Leak around right middle side of toilet (nearest shower side) when flushed several times.

3. Petzo lighter on stove does not work.
4. Table bracket on wall holds table but will not take a lot of use if dinette is regularly made into a bed.  There is too little space for raising the seats to get into the storage compartments underneath.

5. Check fiberglass bottom to shower around drain where there is a lot of play in the fiberglass.

6. Annoying whistle sound when traveling above 40km per hour with air conditioner on.
