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CCCU Faculty Salary Survey: 2004-05 Update

Introduction. This is the twenty-first in an annual series of research reports conducted for the Council for Christian Colleges & Universities (CCCU). This year, Richard Sherry of Bethel University has collected the information, using materials, templates, and the format developed by Donald Lerew of Messiah College. The purpose of this study is to provide member colleges with comparative and longitudinal salary data. 

The research has traditionally been based on information compiled for the AAUP, appearing in Academe each spring (for the current study, from March/April, 2005). Thirty-three CCCU institutions are not represented in the AAUP survey this year. Thus, the author surveyed all non-reporting institutions in order to assure a better response. Responses were obtained from 83 of 101 institutions, including 14 of 33 non-AAUP reporting institutions, with the data appearing in the Appendix. In a departure from previous reports developed by Mr. Lerew, this report includes data reported by schools neither submitting information to Academe nor to the CCCU request. This information uses data reported to the federal government’s Integrated Postsecondary Educational Data System (IPEDS). Because some of the statistics are significantly altered by the inclusion of this data, where major variances occur they are noted. As a result, the total number of campuses with data included in the survey is 101.

Readers should keep in mind that the data collected by the author are self-reported from the schools in the non-reporting group. Each of these institutions was given the definitions from the AAUP survey to help attain similarity and comparability. This may make a difference in comparing salaries across the CCCU. Second, data collected through the IPEDS system follows definitions in use from the federal government. Note that on several of the tables following, two columns appear for 2004-05. The “all” column includes these IPEDS-only campuses; the second 04-05 column omits them.  

General Findings. Table I (below) summarizes the central tendencies for salaries, by rank, for the past ten years of the study period. As has been true for each annual report, both mean and median salaries have increased for 2004-05. Approximately $6,800 now separates each academic rank, on average. The “all” column includes the nineteen institutions for which we only have IPEDS data.

According to the March/April 2005 Academe (p. 31), average salaries in 2004-05 for faculty members at private baccalaureate institutions rose 3.1%, or 0.2% below the inflation rate. Using the “All” rank data for CCCU schools, our average salary increase was higher at 3.9%. However, when the IPEDS-data schools are included, the percentage increase is strikingly lower.

Table III, below, tabulates the salary extremes and ranges for 2004-05. As has been true for each annual report, there is wide variation in average salary paid throughout the Council. For 2004-05, the range of salaries is $37,100 if we include schools with IPEDS data, with smaller ranges for each lower rank. For comparative purposes, Table III also reports 2003-04 ranges.

The AAUP has developed a rating scale based on percentile ranks for all reporting colleges in each of their standard categories. Tables IV and V report the average 2004-05 salaries for Carnegie IIA (Master’s) and IIB (Baccalaureate) colleges, by ranks, for what the AAUP rates as "3" and "4" institutions (40th and 20th percentiles, respectively). These are the two lowest ratings on the AAUP scale. Council means are included for comparison, and include IPEDS-data institutions. (Without the IPEDS-only schools, the CCCU means in tables IV and V are approximately $1000 higher.)

As Mr. Lerew observed last year, our institutions tend to be located between the 20th and 40th percentiles nationally, when compared to all IIB institutions. Comparing against IIA schools (Table IV), our Council average does not even reach the 20th percentile of the national comparison group. Obviously, IIA member schools will want to compare their own averages against this norm, since the CCCU figures reflect both IIA and IIB institutions combined. 

Table VI reveals a greater difference for upper ranks than lower ranks when comparing CCCU (IIA & IIB) institutions against the universe of all church-related baccalaureate institutions. While our Assistant Professors are at 93% of the national average, our Professors are only at 88% of the comparable average. (If IPEDS-only institutions are omitted, the percentages change by approximately 1-2 percent upward. Professors, for instance, are at 89.7%; assistant professors are at 94.3%.) Improvement continues, however, whether either set of data is used for analysis. The percent difference was the same or less for all ranks this year compared to last year.
