According to its web site, the mission of the Women’s Resource Center (WRC) at Azusa Pacific University is "to educate, inspire and encourage the advocacy for the women of Azusa Pacific University." The establishment of the WRC was led by the efforts of several female students.

Since its founding, the Women’s Resource Center has been involved in a number of projects. These include:

· Researching other women’s centers and interviewing other directors at other schools. 

· Revising APU’s sexual assault policy and creating new programs and training for students and staff, organized sexual assault task force 

· Hosted APU’s first fashion show this spring, inspired by a student who has her own clothing line, "Modesty is a Matter of the Heart." 

· Hosted APU’s first lecture series in celebration of women's history month
with presentations and workshops by female faculty and staff. The event was organized by a sophomore female student. 

· Organized a women's retreat in Malibu in February. The theme of the retreat is "Seeking Solitude." 

· Initiated the process of starting a women's studies major or minor 

· Attended sexual assault training and awareness conference in Washinton DC 

· Committees for women of the campus include:
     1. Women's Development Committee (female staff)
     2. Women's Resource Center Student Committee
     3. Sexual Assault Task Force
     4. Eating Disorder Task Force

In addition to focusing on the serious issues women face such as sexual assault and eating disorders, the WRC is dedicated to motivate the women of Azusa Pacific University to fulfill their dreams and goals. This commitment is reflected in programs such as the various support groups on campus and spring fashion show.
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
