Channeling the Inklings: Some Thoughts on Writing Group Process (podcast of presentation) 

This a podcast of a 2009 Faculty Lecture at George Fox University by a panel of three English Dept. faculty and a Religion Dept. faculty member who have met as a writing group on a sustained basis since 2004. The group shares their individual experiences of increased writing and publishing productivity growing out of their weekly working sessions of meeting to critique and encourage one another's current work. The panel also presented a writing group session at the 2009 Western Regional Conference on Christianity & Literature. 


Our mixed group of four faculty members has continued to meet as a writing group during the past six academic years, setting aside weekly shared 10-noon coffee sessions to critique one another’s work. Members regularly bring current work for response and revision suggestions by other members. Our collaborative experience in this supportive process has been a stimulating and productive experience for us all, resulting in a significant number of publications from each participant. All of us has produced more and better written work due to the writing group’s ongoing, long-term process than we would have otherwise.
