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Introduction.  This is the twentieth in an annual series of reports on tuition and fees at member institutions of the Council for Christian Colleges and Universities (CCCU).  It is based on data collected by the College Board; their findings appeared in the October 29, 2004 edition of The Chronicle of Higher Education (pp. A35ff).  All member colleges in the US (n = 102; see Note 2) are included in this report; Canadian schools and non-member affiliates are not. 

General findings.  The Appendix presents summary data for 102 CCCU institutions, rank ordered from highest to lowest tuition for 2004-05.  In order to better understand the central tendencies and variations across the population, Table I presents means, medians, ranges and standard deviations for 2004-05 and the past 3 years as well.

We can see from reviewing Table I that the means, medians, and ranges continue to increase each year.  The percent increase in tuition/fees for 2004-05 is slightly higher than the increase for 2003-04 (6.6 and 6.2 percent respectively).

Table 2, on the following page, presents tuition/fee data in thousand-dollar intervals as another measure of variation.  Tuitions exhibit very little clustering, and the middle intervals all contain roughly the same number of institutions.  More than 1 in 3 colleges charge more than $17,000 per year.  Ten member institutions have broken the $20,000 mark, as compared to three schools in 2003-04.

National  Comparisons.  How do the member institutions of the CCCU compare to national averages for tuition/fees?  Table 3 presents comparative data for 2004-05.  The

rate of change (see Note 3) was larger for CCCU (6.6 percent) than for the group of all 4-year private institutions (6.0 percent).  Our average tuition is $4,394 below the national

average of all privates.  Our mean is 78.1 percent of the national average for private institutions.  Only 9 of our member institutions (8.8 percent) are either at or above the 4-year private college national mean, with 91.2 percent below the mean.  We continue to be an excellent value in comparison to other private 4-year US colleges.

Discount: the X factor.  Again this year the College Board calculated the average percent discount in tuition for all categories of institutions.  This is important because it is not tuition per se, but rather the net price (tuition, net of discount) that represents the most

significant variable for comparison.  The College Board reports the average grant to students at all private 4-year colleges this year was $9,400, or a discount of about 47 percent.  Unfortunately, we are unable to calculate discounts for the CCCU because this information is not collected systematically, and is not reported in any source.

Other findings.  The following are worth noting for 2004-05:

    (a.)  There continues to be consistency in rankings at the extremes of the distribution, and remarkable general stability throughout the CCCU.

    (b.)  Double-digit tuition increases occurred on 7 campuses, compared to 9 last year.   At the other end of the spectrum, 10 institutions had tuition increases of less than 4 percent, and 1 member school (King College-TN) froze its tuition at the level of the previous year. 

   (c.)  The average dollar increase in tuition for 2004-05 was $958.  Forty-three (43) schools increased tuition/fees by more than $1,000, as compared to 24 in 2003-04 and 26 in 2002-03. 

Special notes.  

1. An inspection of the data provided by the College Board revealed 6 cases in which the 2003-04 tuition figures have been changed, in the source, from the figures which appeared in the Chronicle one year ago.  The affected institutions are Cedarville (OH), Kentucky Christian, Southeastern (FL), Spring Arbor (MI), Trinity Christian (IL), and Wayland (TX).  In most cases the differences are minor.  The revised figures have been used in this report, but 2003-04 summary data were not recalculated.  

2. College of the Ozarks (MO) has again been excluded from this analysis because they do not charge tuition.

3. The percent changes for CCCU tuition that appear in Tables 1 and 3 are different, and this deserves an explanation.  Table 1 describes the “mean percent change in tuition”.  That figure was obtained by determining the actual increase for each school, converting to a percentage, adding up across all institutions, and dividing by N.  It tells us by what percentage, on average, each CCCU school increased its tuition this year.  Table 3, on the other hand, focuses on the “percent increase in mean tuition”.  It was calculated by subtracting the 2003-04 CCCU mean tuition from the mean tuition for 2004-05, and dividing by the mean for 2003-04.  It tells us by what percentage the CCCU average increased this year.  The calculation in Table1 will likely be the more useful one for individual analysis.

4. As indicated earlier, the data for this report were collected by another source (The 

College Board).  The author accepts responsibility only for recording and/or calculation errors in this report.
